As a child he 
was brought along to our Kids Club, and then 
made his own way to Youth Club, plus he has been 
a regular on our houseparties and Camps, and this 
was where he came to faith in Christ. Archie is a 
reminder that often we are in it for the long haul! 
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MOLDOVAN MISSION 2024: 
Moldova is the smallest and poorest country in the EU. I travelled there with 
Jamie Broadey, who is a friend and fellow evangelist (former Counties trainee). 
Jamie came as my assistant and was a great asset to our meetings, sharing his 
testimony fluently and with passion. It was a 10-day gospel mission, involving 
three to four meetings a day.  
The F.R.A.N.K. model used by the mission requires Christians to invite their 
friends and neighbours to their home or a local communal setting (e.g. 
supermarket carpark!) for some food and to meet the ‘Westerners’, we prove an 
attraction because Moldova is the least-visited country in Europe. Previous to 
this invitation the Christians will have been encouraged to pray for three people 
(a Friend, Relative, and Neighbour or Kin) every day, for three months.  
As in previous years, the ‘on-the-day’ formula is simple: we are in someone’s 
home where the visiting Evangelist preaches, someone else shares a testimony, 
there is then an appeal and the local pastor follows up with anyone who 
responds.  
People do often make a commitment on the day, and the Pastor’s job is to offer 
them a discipleship course over the following weeks. This course will include a 
session on being baptised and this is the most challenging aspect for most 
Moldovans as baptism is seen as a very public declaration that they are leaving 
the Orthodox religion. These new Christians often experience persecution from 
their families, communities  and the local priests, and all sorts of problems arise 
as evangelical Christianity is considered a ‘cult’ in Moldova.  Please pray 
especially for these vulnerable new followers of Jesus, and for those trying to 
nurture and disciple them.   
It was fantastic to return to Larga Noua with Pastor Alexander, last year they 
had begun a church plant there in a community centre, reaching out to young 
people by loaning them guitars. When we were there about 18 youngsters were 
having guitar lessons and learning Christian songs. The Christians had a piece of 
barren land they intended to build on and Pastor Alexander told me:  
“When our church building is completed, we will hold concerts, and all their 
parents will come to hear their children play, and that will be the link with 
their parents.” And it has worked! A year later, there is a brand-new building 
there, and we were able to attend it’s opening, please pray for that bold and 
creative outreach. 
I love to preach in Moldova for a number of reasons, (1). The spontaneity of 
adapting my talk to each group of people, (2). To sense the leading and enabling 
of the Holy Spirit in often bizarre or unusual situations. (3). The joy of taking 
folks through a Bible passage they have never read. (4). The thrill of seeing folks 
respond to the gospel.  
I always return a better preacher and a more focused evangelist when I return 
home to continue our regular ministry.
