It was a joy to be guest speaker at SYBC
(Seymour Youth Bible Camp) in St Austell,
Cornwall in August. The young people
listened well to the teaching and were friendly
and chatty. I was hugely encouraged when,
just as I was leaving, two younger leaders
followed me out into the car park, and with
tears in his eyes one of them said, “T have
heard these kind of talks for 18 years, but this
week has been so different, your talks were
real and helpful, thank you!”
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It’s difficult to describe in a few lines just how amazing our own Good
News Camp was this year! It ticked all the right boxes, and when
problems came along, with God’s help, we got over them and carried
on!

There were lots of children coming for the first time to camp this year
and for some it was their first time away from home too, but our
fantastic team of Cabin Leaders cared for them well and they all
seemed to thoroughly enjoy themselves.

We had a large group of Year 10 youngsters on their final year at GNC,
many of whom have been coming to camp since they were Year 3! It
has been wonderful to see them making commitments and growing in
their faith over time and especially to hear that quite a few of them
have decided they need to be baptised this year.

These young people come from a variety of different churches and
backgrounds but have built some solid relationships with other
campers and leaders, and it was put on Penny’s heart to provide a
place for them to continue to meet and grow strong in the Lord, now
that they are too old to come away on camp with us.

So, with some of the younger leaders I am starting a MASH group
(Meeting At Someone’s House) to run alongside Body Builders extra
which we introduced last October. MASH will hopefully give these
teenagers a chance to get together and discuss relevant issues and
concerns from a Biblical perspective, once a month on the fourth
Sunday from 6.30pm-8pm. If you would like more details, please
contact me but PLEASE especially pray for these youngsters as they
navigate exams, college choices, relationships and all the world
throws at them during this formative time.

Often on a Sunday afternoon/evening I continue to head
off to London, I could fill this whole letter with stories of
the shenanigans and madness that often takes place but
also the many very good conversations with people of all
faiths and none. I always appreciate the opportunities to
speak to people from ‘closed’ countries such as Somalia,
Saudi Arabia etc.

I still do too
much some days, and pay for it for the next three, but I am definitely
better than I was this time last year and learning to say 'no' to some
things, I hope!

Her immobility and related hospital
trips added an extra layer of activity to our lives, but she has
recovered amazingly well and remained cheerful throughout!

She loved looking after the youngest girls on camp and is developing
a stash of ‘useful items’ in an ever-expanding box!

We haven't seen a huge amount of Arlo this summer as he has been
working as many hours as he can to finance his upcoming MA year.
Lectures start for him at the end of September though and he is
looking forward to being a student again!
